(5) No mortgage loans on real estate are held as of March 31, 2014 and 2013.

(6) Loan backed securities are stated at amortized cost. The retrospective adjustment method is used to value MBS’s
and the scientific interest method is used to value CMO’s.

(7) The Company carries its investment in a non-insurance affiliate at the audited GAAP equity basis adjusted to a
statutory equity basis.
